In the Septuagint, the Greek word ginōskō was used 
anytime the Hebrew word yada appeared in the text.

Yada (יָדַע) is a foundational Hebrew word meaning "to know",

 But it’s far more than mere intellectual awareness. It conveys deep, 

intimate, experiential knowledge, often rooted in personal relationship, 

covenant, and active engagement. 

“And to know (Ginosko) the love of Christ, which passeth 

knowledge (Gnosis), that ye might be filled with all the 

fulness (Pleroma) of God.” Eph. 3:19

It is the difference between 

“knowing someone” – Verb  and “knowing something.” Noun

What Yada and Ginoska 

are not is mere intellectual 

knowledge. 

3 Biblical Examples



Now the sons of Eli were sons of Belial; they knew (Yada) not the 

LORD.

 1 Sam. 1:12
Now Samuel did not yet know (Yada) the LORD, neither was the word of the 

LORD yet revealed unto him. 

1 Sam. 3:7

Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and 

in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?

And then will I profess unto them, I never knew (Ginosko) you: depart from me, ye 

that work iniquity. 

Mat. 7:22-23

Bullinger writes it as:

 “I have never had a true and personal connection with you.”



The word yada carries a large footprint in the Word of God being used 950 

times in the Old Testament, including 52 times in Genesis alone. 

The first two uses are in Genesis 3:5

 “For God knows that when you eat of [the fruit] your eyes will be opened, and 

you will be like God, knowing good and evil.”

Here, yada is akin to the knowledge of God—not merely knowing about God, 

but possessing an understanding as if one were God.

Just two verses later, in Genesis 3:7, we read: 



“Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew (Yada) that they were 

naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made loincloths for 

themselves.”  Gen 3:7

This implies a divine awareness – or a profound understanding, a knowledge 

that is divine or godly. 

The Lord confirms this in vs. 22 

And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know 

(Yada) good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the 

tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:” Gen. 3:22



And the Egyptians shall know (Yada)  that I am the LORD, when I stretch forth mine 

hand upon Egypt, and bring out the children of Israel from among them. Ex. 7:5

And I will take you to me for a people, and I will be to you a God: and ye shall know 

(Yada) that I am the LORD your God, which bringeth you out from under the burdens of 

the Egyptians.  Ex. 6:7

And Pharaoh said, Who is the LORD, that I should obey his voice to let Israel go? I 

know (Yada) not the LORD, neither will I let Israel go. EX. 5:2

Yada has a Sensory component as well.
During the Exodus the Signs and Wonders of Egypt had a Threefold Purpose.

 

1. To reveal to Pharaoh and the Egyptians the true identity of God.

2. To Show Israel the true identity of God.

3. And to show future generations throughout time the true identity of God.
